We ran one race this evening. There were eleven boats on the line. The race was a navigation race which used three long distance marks. The course was O(p), F(p), and 8(p). The boats were allowed to round the marks in any order. Tonight’s race will not be counted in the season standings as tonight was a scheduled alternative night of racing. 

 

Ida set up to the south of Rose Island and posted a course of O(p), F(p), and 8(p).  The course board had a note stating that marks had to be rounded within two boat lengths.  The wind was from the south west so mark 8 (p) was downwind of the start. The race committee announced that the finish line had to be crossed in the direction from the bay into Newport Harbor.  

 

At the start of the race, six boats started and immediately turned around and sailed to mark 8. These boats then sailed to mark F and then mark O.  Three boats sailed upwind towards mark O and two boats sailed west towards mark F.  The six boats which sailed to mark 8 finished before the boats which sailed to the other marks.
